One-time Contribution/CARES ACT 

On November 30, 2020, the Organization 
received a one-time cash contribution of 
$10,000,000 (the “Contribution”).  The 
Contribution is not subject to donor-
imposed restrictions and may be expended 
for any purpose in performing the primary 
objectives of the Organization.

The Organization received $4,240,000 of 
CARES ACT funding and distributed to 
various 501(c)3 organizations.

Both new sources of revenues resulted in 
an overall increase in Total Revenue and 
Net Assets.
